You may struggle to live
up to these standards and experience negative feelings and judgements about yourself. This can become
destructive when it diminishes your self~worth and body image.

A fixation with how you look can create unrealistic expectations that are impossible to achieve. Even when
you know that these idealized images are digitally altered or enhanced, it’s easy to fall into the trap of
unfavourably comparing yourself or others.
